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Innovation of Hanfu pattern based on intangible cultural
heritage lu embroidery: a new exploration of the aesthetic
fit and craft of tradition and modernity
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Abstract

As the representative of folk embroidery in northern China, Lu Embroidery has become an important part of traditional Chinese arts
and crafts. However, with the change of The Times, Lu Embroidery is faced with the problem of how to combine with the modern
aesthetic concept and how to glow with new vitality in the design of Hanfu. This paper aims to explore the innovation of Hanfu
patterns based on intangible cultural heritage lu embroidery, by integrating traditional and modern aesthetic concepts, and exploring
new techniques, making Lu embroidery glow new vitality in the design of Hanfu. Through the analysis of the historical origin,
technological characteristics and cultural connotation of Lu embroidery, combined with modern design concepts and technical means,
a series of innovative strategies are put forward, aiming to realize the perfect combination of Lu embroidery and Hanfu pattern, and
promote the inheritance and development of the Chinese traditional culture.
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
