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Literary narrative and National Cultural Park: a case

Abstract

The Yangtze River National Cultural Park is a significant strategic project for the country to promote cultural space governance.
The Jiujiang section, as an important part of the Yangtze River civilization, its landscape narrative embodies the dual dimensions of
historical memory and cultural construction. Based on the theory of landscape narrative, this paper takes typical cultural landmarks
such as Suojiang Tower, Pipa Pavilion and Xunyang Tower as examples to analyze how these landscapes shape local cultural identity
and construct the expression logic of “the unity of family and country” through literary narrative. At the same time, this paper also
explores the generation mechanism and expression path of the narrative function of literature in cultural landscapes, revealing the
intermediary mechanism of literature between national cultural strategy and local cultural memory, and how it translates from textual
imagery to emotional identification in spatial practice.
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
