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A Study on the Influence of Spatial Construction in Song
and Yuan Dynasty Landscape Painting on the Composition
of Modern Chinese Landscape Painting
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Abstract

During the Song and Yuan dynasties, landscape painting had a high degree of innovation in spatial expression and composition
concepts. Its techniques such as “scattered perspective”, “combination of blank space and virtual reality”, and “vivid charm”
had a profound impact on the composition of modern Chinese landscape painting. This article first reviews the development of
the construction of landscape space in the Song and Yuan dynasties, and explores its core techniques and aesthetic connotations;
Subsequently, analyze the inheritance and innovation characteristics of spatial construction in modern Chinese landscape painting,
and reveal the ways in which technology and value continue through typical painters and representative works. Research has shown
that the integration of traditional spatial concepts and modern painting thinking not only reflects the continuity of national aesthetics,
but also provides new insights for contemporary landscape composition theory.
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
