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Abstract

Place names are the embodiment of regional culture, historical memories, and multi-dimensional carriers carrying geographical

features and humanistic customs. Based on the systematic collation of the existing academic research results of Tushiyetu Banner
and the 540 place name data obtained from field investigations, this article systematically sorts out the Mongolian place names of

Tushiyetu from the perspective of cultural linguistics.
