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Abstract

As the core demographic of contemporary youth, college students ‘marital and romantic behaviors will exert profound impacts on the
future development of Chinese society. Today, college students’ views on marriage and love are undergoing a clash between tradition
and modernity. On one hand, many parents still encourage their children to expand social networks and find suitable partners through
offline matchmaking; on the other hand, modern college students are no longer confined to traditional matchmaking methods but tend
to pursue autonomous emotional experiences. This conceptual collision not only reveals generational differences in understanding
marriage and love but also reflects the profound influence of social changes on college students ‘perspectives on marital relationships.
Taking matchmaking as a form of social introduction, this paper explores contemporary college students’ attitudes toward
matchmaking and their complex perceptions regarding love, marriage, and family, thereby better understanding the diversified trends
in modern college students’ views on marital relationships.
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
