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Oral History as a Methodological Approach to Intervening
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Abstract

From the perspective of qualitative research, this paper explores the use of oral history as a methodological approach to intervene
in traditional craft studies (especially ceramic craftsmanship). It analyzes the tacit knowledge and cultural logic inherent in
traditional techniques, discusses the methodological value of oral history in ceramic craft studies, and reveals the intangible technical
experiences and aesthetic principles through interviews with artisans. It also examines how individual experiences are transformed
into collective memory through oral records, and finally explores the significant importance of oral history research in constructing
the academic tradition and cultural inheritance of China’s design discipline. As a qualitative research strategy, oral history provides
a pathway for ceramic design research to acquire tacit knowledge, thereby enriching the local cultural resources of China’s design
discipline.
