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The "Local Enchantment" of Food Documentaries Research
on the Cultural Construction and Industrial Impact of
Qionghai Coarse Grains in Hainan through Image Narrative
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Abstract

Entering the 21st century, the wave of food documentaries represented by "A Bite of China" has deeply participated in the
"rediscovery" and "revaluation" of local foods. This article, from the perspective of drama and film and television studies, explores
how image narrative participates in the cultural construction and industrial reshaping of Hainan Qionghai coarse Grains. Research
has found that documentaries, through the creation of visual wonders, the arrangement of narrative structures and the construction of
sound landscapes, have elevated Qionghai's coarse grains from local dietary symbols to cultural brands with connotations of health,
nature and nostalgia. This process of endowing images with charm not only restructured the public's perception of Qionghai's coarse
grains but also promoted the extension of its industrial chain and the strengthening of local cultural identity. This article aims to reveal
the dynamic role of food documentaries in the dissemination of local food culture and their profound impact on real development.
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
