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Abstract

As an important component of China’s local operas, Gan Opera’s Pi Huang vocal system is renowned for its simple melody,
flexible sentence structure, and rich emotional expression. This paper systematically explores the characteristics of roles and artistic
expression paths from two aspects. First, it outlines the image features, emotional expression, physical conventions, and aesthetic
temperament of the Laodan role, analyzing their aesthetic significance and cultural symbolism on stage. Then, it discusses the artistic
expression paths of the Laodan role, including the integration of singing and emotion, the stylized use of physical movements, the
utilization of multimodal means and stage space, as well as the presentation of value orientation and cultural connotation, revealing
the multidimensional characteristics of its performance system. The study aims to analyze how the Laodan role in Gan Opera
achieves a high degree of unity between psychological, emotional, and cultural values through artistic expression while inheriting
traditional aesthetics, providing theoretical references and practical guidance for the inheritance and innovation of Gan Opera.
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
