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Scenario Empowerment and Media Reconstruction:Research
on the Construction Path of Landscape Mediation in the
Jiujiang Section of the Yangtze River National Cultural Park

Abstract

As one of China’s major cultural initiatives, the Yangtze River National Cultural Park serves not only as a spatial vehicle for
national cultural strategy but also as a cultural medium for transmitting Chinese national spirit and constructing national identity.
This study, grounded in landscape and spatial production theories and aligned with the State Council’s policy on cultivating new
cultural landscapes, focuses on examining the production mechanisms of the Jiujiang section’s landscape-mediated spaces. The
research reveals that the Jiujiang section has integrated local cultural resources to establish spatial foundations. First, it restructured
the physical order and functionality of the space through spatial practices. Second, it embedded national narratives into spatial
representations. Finally, it successfully diversified landscape-mediated experiences. The originally simple geographical space was
transformed into a landscape-mediated space that integrates ecological concepts, historical memory, and cultural identity. This not
only vividly demonstrates Lefebvre’s “spatial production” theory but also provides a valuable reference for understanding how
cultural memory is reconstructed through media.
