This article focuses on the study of the calligraphy work “ Congratulation Words of Mrs. Xu, Zhang's Mother, on Her 90th Birthday"
personally written by Yu Youren, which was brought back by Zhang Yihan when he returned to the Chinese mainland in 1990. This
calligraphy work depicting the interaction with a famous person, which vividly reflects the brushwork form and cultural connotation
of Yu Youren during his later years, when he was at the peak of his calligraphy carer and also a period of artistic regret. Through
research and verification of the calligraphy work “Congratulation Words ", it has been confirmed that the collector of this work,
Zhang Yihan, had interactions with political and cultural celebrities such as Yu Youren, Xiao Jizong, and Deng Haoming. Moreover,
it has revealed many untold stories involved in the calligraphy work “Congratulation Words ", such as the Southem Anhui Ineident,
the isolation across the Taiwan Strait, and the three links between the two sidesof the Taiwan Strait.
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
