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Deconstruction and Reconstruction: A Discourse on the Anti-
Hero Narrative in the Chinese Film Little Black's Adventure 2

Abstract

The animated film Luo Xiahei Zhan Ji 2 achieves a breakthrough in the narrative paradigm of domestic fantasy animation. The
film deconstructs the core pillar of the “lone hero” myth in traditional heroic narratives from two dimensions: “decentralization of
power relations” and “diffusion of heroic functions”. Subsequently, it adopts a polyphonic narrative structure with multiple threads
juxtaposed, and employs a problem-solving approach based on distributed collaboration to reconstruct a new narrative logic that
emphasizes diverse connections and collaborative coexistence. This paradigm shift is of great significance, as it not only breaks
through the conventions of the domestic fantasy animation genre but also reflects the contemporary socio-cultural psychology’s
pursuit of the value of “relational coexistence”. It provides an important theoretical reference and practical example for the
exploration of localized narratives in Chinese animated films in the context of globalization and the cultural industry.
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
