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Abstract

Intangible cultural heritage, as an important component of China’s fine traditional culture, is not only a significant carrier of
the national spirit but also a potential driving force for the sustainable development of regional economies. With the vigorous
development of the cultural tourism industry, the tourism development of intangible cultural heritage resources has become a key
way to promote local economic growth and cultural inheritance. This article starts with the characteristics and development value of
intangible cultural heritage tourism resources, analyzes the driving mechanism and collaborative path of intangible cultural heritage
tourism on regional economy, and explores strategies to achieve a dynamic balance between protection and utilization. This article,
by constructing an integrated system of “intangible cultural heritage + tourism + industry”, proposes strategies such as optimizing the
development model, improving policy support, and strengthening social participation, with the aim of promoting the activation and
utilization of intangible cultural heritage resources and the high-quality coordinated development of regional economies, providing
theoretical support and practical references for the protection of cultural heritage and the revitalization of local economies.
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
