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Abstract

With the booming global tourism industry, traditional tourism models can no longer meet the growing and diverse demands. The
Northeast Three Provinces and One Region (Heilongjiang, Jilin, Liaoning, and eastern Inner Mongolia), as a key national tourism
destination, boasts abundant resources but faces challenges such as scattered resources, difficulties in integration, and uncoordinated
regional cooperation. Against this backdrop, this paper proposes a pilot “tourism migration” model. By defining the concept of
tourism migration and analyzing its intrinsic connection with the coordinated development of culture, sports, and tourism, the paper
also addresses the current industrial status and challenges of the three provinces and one region. Specific pathways are proposed in
areas such as policy design, resource integration, and service enhancement to promote deeper regional integration and development.
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
