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Abstract

In the context of deep cultural-tourism integration, how grassroots cultural activities can transcend their traditional role as “self-
entertainment” to become essential components of tourism experiences and growth engines for the cultural-tourism industry has
emerged as a pivotal issue for high-quality public cultural development. This study conducts field research through case studies of
township folk exhibitions, intangible cultural heritage workshops, and folk experience programs, systematically examining innovative
practices in grassroots cultural activities under cultural-tourism integration. The research reveals that by recreating traditional festival
settings and revitalizing intangible cultural heritage resources, an initial model of “cultivating people through culture, benefiting
communities through tourism, and achieving integrated development” has been established. However, challenges such as activity
homogenization, operational sustainability issues, and limited digitalization remain. Guided by public demand, the author explores
and studies the “Culture + Tourism + Volunteer + N” integration model to construct a new framework for grassroots cultural activities
featuring co-creation, co-governance, and shared benefits.
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
