A Brief Analysis of the Aesthetic Communication of Glaze
Colors in Architectural Themes
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Abstract

Color glazes, as an important form of expression in ceramic art, are renowned for their unique colors, textures, and charm. When
color glazes are incorporated into architectural theme creations, they no longer merely serve as surface decoration but become
a medium connecting the architectural entity with the aesthetic atmosphere. This study aims to deeply analyze the aesthetic
communication of color glazes in architectural themes. Starting from the characteristics of the craftsmanship, it explores the influence
of the firing process on the color presentation of color glazes and the expression of architectural themes, and interprets the unique
charm they bestow upon architectural themes. Additionally, starting from the form of expression, it studies how color combinations,
line delineations, and block shaping convey architectural beauty and aesthetic atmosphere. The research reveals that in the aesthetic
communication of architectural themes, color glazes are profoundly influenced by cultural concepts and social trends, and there are
significant differences in different regional cultural backgrounds.
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
