Abstract

“Happy Night 2” is one of the most popular comedy variety shows in the second half of 2025. In the program, many works achieve
humorous effects by violating pragmatic principles through dialogues and interactions between “normies” and “weirdos,” thereby
generating numerous trending “linguistic memes.” Meanwhile, the linguistic landscape also plays a significant role in the works,
enhancing the comedic effect in a silent or subconscious manner. This paper analyzes the relatively “outstanding” dialogue cases,

scene arrangements, and the cultural resonance they evoke from three perspectives: pragmatic features, linguistic landscape, and
social psychology, revealing the linguistic codes behind the comedic effect of skits.
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
