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Abstract

This paper aims to explore the creative transformation and innovative development of China’s traditional dance culture in
contemporary society, with a focus on analyzing the core pathways for achieving popular dissemination and breaking through the
“circle” of influence. The study first reviews the significant phenomenon in the field of Chinese dance art over the past five years,
where the integration of media, cross-border collaboration, and China-fashion aesthetics have helped break through the original
niche circles and form a social aesthetic craze. On this basis, the core part of the paper deeply analyzes the three major dimensions of
contemporary “re-creation” of traditional dance culture: the deconstruction and recombination of ontological language, the modern
expression of cultural narratives, and the contemporary representation of aesthetic values. Furthermore, the paper systematically
constructs a “four-dimensional integration” path model for breaking through the “circle,” centered on “media integration driving
communication to break through the circle,” “industry integration expanding value boundaries,” “field integration reshaping
experiential spaces,” and “subject integration stimulating co-creation ecosystems.” The research indicates that the contemporary
“breaking through the circle” of traditional dance is essentially a deep adaptation and release of vitality of its cultural genes in the
context of new technologies, new media, new consumption, and new communities. The key to its success lies in achieving a dynamic
balance between the adherence to cultural core values, the innovation of artistic expression, and the acceptance of mass aesthetics.
This study provides theoretical references and practical insights for the contemporary inheritance and dissemination of traditional
performing arts.
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
