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Abstract

As a comprehensive art form that integrates modeling and painting, ceramic art has always had the relationship between “vessel”
and “painting” throughout its development process. The form of objects provides a carrier and structural foundation for painting,
while the content of painting endows objects with aesthetic and cultural significance, and the two are interdependent and mutually
restrictive. At different historical stages, with the evolution of aesthetic concepts and craftsmanship, the relationship between “painting”
and “utensils” has constantly changed, presenting diverse characteristics. This article analyzes the relationship between “painting”
and “vessel” in ceramic painting, exploring the formal structure, aesthetic expression, and functional significance, and combining
creative practice to explain the interactive mechanism between the two. Research suggests that the organic integration of “painting”
and “utensils” is an important manifestation of the artistic value of ceramics and has significant implications for improving the level
of ceramic creation.
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
