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Abstract

As one of the treasures of traditional Chinese art, Chinese Gongbi Flower-and-Bird Painting integrates extremely delicate brushwork
and profound cultural symbolism, and has been widely admired for over a millennium. With the advancement of globalization,
traditional Chinese art has gradually stepped onto the international stage, particularly attracting the attention of global audiences
with Gongbi Flower-and-Bird Painting. However, due to significant differences between Chinese and Western cultures, the imagery
communication and aesthetic reception of Gongbi Flower-and-Bird Painting face complex challenges and opportunities across
different cultural contexts. This paper, from a cross-cultural perspective, analyzes the background of the global dissemination of
Chinese Gongbi Flower-and-Bird Painting, its imagery expression, and differences in cultural symbols. It also explores the impact
of aesthetic differences between Chinese and Western art on its reception. Finally, considering the current state of global cultural
exchange, suggestions are put forward on how to promote Gongbi Flower-and-Bird Painting while respecting tradition, enabling it to
better integrate into global culture.
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
