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Abstract

In the contemporary context of increasing globalization and cross-cultural mobility, cross-cultural artists have become important
carriers of cultural exchange and identity construction, and cultural nostalgia has become a highly recognizable spiritual core in their
artistic creation. Based on the theory of cultural nostalgia, this paper combines the creative practices of representative cross-cultural
oil painters such as Wu Guanzhong, Chen Yifei, Zao Wou-Ki and Chen Yin-Chi to analyze the visual transformation and expression
paths of cultural nostalgia in oil paintings from four dimensions: image selection, formal language, color narration and spiritual core.
It explores how cross-cultural artists carry Eastern cultural memories through the Western oil painting medium and achieve spiritual
homecoming and identity construction amid cultural collision and integration. The study finds that cultural nostalgia is not merely a
nostalgic sentiment, but a reflection of cross-cultural artists” adherence to their cultural roots and response to identity dilemmas. Their
oil paintings have realized the organic integration of Western techniques and Eastern aesthetics, providing important references for
cultural consciousness and cross-cultural communication in contemporary oil painting creation.
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
