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Abstract

Since the 1950s, Japan has conducted extensive explorations in agricultural development and rural governance, establishing a
relatively comprehensive rural revitalization strategy system. This paper takes Japan as a case study, employing methods such
as literature review and case analysis to summarize the core components of its rural revitalization strategy, evaluate its practical
outcomes, and synthesize mature experiences and scientific approaches based on domestic realities. These insights aim to refine

China’s rural revitalization institutional framework, address regional development imbalances and industrial decline more effectively,
and facilitate the achievement of development goals including industrial prosperity and eco-friendly living environments.
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
