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Research on the Construction and Strategy of Red Oral Archives
Resources from the Perspective of Memory Inheritance

Abstract

As a living historical material recording the centennial struggle of the CPC, the red oral archives bear the collective memory and
spiritual code of revolutionary ancestors, and are the core resources for inheriting the red gene and condensing the national spirit.
However, the current construction of red oral archives faces practical difficulties such as imbalanced collection, irregular organization,
weak management and protection, and insufficient utilization, which are seriously disconnected from the practical needs of memory
inheritance. To avoid the red memory gap, it is urgent to promote construction with a “salvage” mindset. Research is needed to
construct optimization strategies from four dimensions: optimizing the collection system, improving the organization and archiving,
strengthening preservation and management, and innovating communication and utilization.
