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Abstract

We know that electricity is generated by the friction of different substances or by chemical reactions. To be precise, it is not the
friction or chemical reactions that generate electricity, but rather the conversion of fixed charges bound between atoms, molecules,
and ions into free charges through external forces or energy, which we refer to as electricity. To truly understand the aggregation
of free charges in the human body, we must first redefine our understanding of electric charges. Current research demonstrates that
nature does not exist with two distinct types of charges—positive and negative—but rather a single charge with two poles: positive
and negative. Charges repel like poles and attract like poles. Magnetic force is an inherent property of charges. As microscopic
particles, charges are invisible and intangible, serving as the bridge and bond connecting macroscopic and microscopic matter—
functioning like an adhesive. The four fundamental forces in nature all originate from charges. Charges do not exist in isolation; they
are omnipresent in the universe. Without external forces (external energy), charges do not rotate at high speeds around atomic nuclei.
They are typically fixed between atoms, molecules, and ions, forming part of matter known as fixed charges. When subjected to
external forces (external energy) such as friction, some fixed charges transform into free charges. These free charges can transfer and
aggregate to form electric currents and electric fields.
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
