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Abstract

Red songs, as an important part of Chinese revolutionary history, carry rich connotations of The Times and national spirit. In the
current field of music education, the solfeggio teaching of red songs has become a unique teaching mode, which can effectively
improve students’ auditory perception ability and basic skills such as intonation and rhythm. At the same time, combining the
historical background and cultural connotation of red songs can help students better understand the music works and feel the
emotional expression therein, so as to improve students’ art appreciation ability and music cultural accomplishment. Therefore, the
teaching of solfeggio is of great practical significance and educational value. Teachers should develop a detailed solfeggio training
plan and give targeted guidance according to the actual situation of students.
