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Abstract

The Chinese subject in junior high school attaches special importance to the training of students’ reading ability. However, there
are some problems in the actual teaching process, such as students’ low interest in reading, reading thinking is not active. This
study found and proposed strategies to solve these problems from the teaching practice, including cultivating students’ interest in
reading, improving reading comprehension ability, and optimizing reading teaching methods. Through comparative experiments,
we found that after adopting these strategies, students’ reading interest and comprehension ability were significantly improved, and
their reading efficiency was also improved. The experimental results show that, based on the cultivation of reading interest, using
reasonable teaching methods can effectively improve the reading ability of junior high school students. This research aims to provide
an effective strategy for improving the reading ability in the junior middle school Chinese teaching, hoping to provide a reference for
the current reform and development of the Chinese reading teaching in the junior middle school.
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
