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Abstract

With the continuous deepening of English education, English subject literacy, as an important part of the educational concept
in the new era, has gradually become one of the core objectives of various subject teaching. Especially in English listening and
speaking teaching, how to effectively improve students’ practical language ability has become a research hotspot. English listening
and speaking ability is not only the foundation of language learning, but also an important guarantee for students to communicate
fluently in real life and work. Based on the framework of English subject literacy, this paper explores the effectiveness of listening
and speaking teaching strategies. Through literature review, case analysis and empirical research, this paper summarizes the current
problems in listening and speaking teaching, and puts forward teaching strategies based on the framework of English subject literacy.
The results show that the teaching strategies based on literacy can not only improve students’ listening and speaking ability, but also
promote the all-round development of their comprehensive language ability and help students better understand and apply English.
The purpose of this paper is to provide reference for English teachers, help them better design and implement listening and speaking
teaching activities, so as to improve students’ practical English application ability, and provide practical basis for future teaching
method innovation.
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
