Research on the Current Situation and Countermeasures of
Integrating Intangible Cultural Heritage into Kindergarten
Curriculum—A Case Study of Suqian City
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Abstract

As an important carrier of national culture, intangible cultural heritage (ICH) plays a significant role in the inheritance of Chinese
excellent traditional culture, the cultivation of children’s cultural identity, and their all-round development when integrated into
kindergarten curricula. This study, taking Sugian City as an example, employed methods such as questionnaires and interviews,
collecting 101 valid questionnaires and 10 interview records. The survey reveals that most teachers recognize the educational value of
ICH, with well-structured curriculum goals and a complete implementation chain. However, there is a lack of long-term practicality
in content selection, and systematic evaluation of children’s performance and learning outcomes is insufficient. Additionally, there
are issues such as the limited number of ICH-related activities, the limitations of educational concepts and implementation methods,
and the difficulty in promoting the curriculum. To address these issues, it is suggested to establish a hierarchical curriculum goal
system, enhance teachers’ professional training in ICH and innovative teaching methods, and build a “home-kindergarten-community”
collaborative mechanism to better integrate ICH into kindergarten curricula and enhance children’s understanding of ICH culture.
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
