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Abstract

With the deepening development of educational reform, in junior high school Chinese language classrooms, due to individual
differences in students ‘Chinese foundations and learning abilities, traditional teaching models can no longer meet all students’
learning needs. In the context of emphasizing balanced educational development, implementing balanced class grouping is a specific
requirement for achieving both equity and quality in basic education. At the same time, applying tiered instruction, a method tailored
to individual student needs, in junior high school Chinese classes can address the differences in students ‘academic situations and
varying levels of learning ability and proficiency. This approach aims to tailor teaching methods to each student’s actual situation,
fully engage students’ enthusiasm for learning, and ultimately achieve good teaching outcomes. Therefore, this article conducts
research on the application of tiered instruction strategies in junior high school Chinese classrooms under the background of balanced
class grouping, for reference.
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
