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A study on the implementation status of New Communicative
English (Preparatory level) in Foreign language edition—
Take Luoyang Y Primary School as an example

Abstract

In the first half of 2025, Luoyang City will uniformly introduce lower-grade English classes, using the Foreign Language Teaching
and Research Press’s “New Education English” (Preparatory Edition). This textbook aligns with students’ cognitive characteristics;
its content meets the “double reduction” policy, incorporating moral education elements; it has strong connections with higher-
grade textbooks, laying a foundation for subsequent learning. However, current implementation shows significant differences in
student learning states, teachers face challenges in teaching across grades, and parents exhibit three attitudes: support, observation,
and conservatism. Future efforts should focus on differentiated instruction, teacher allocation, textbook training, evaluation system
reform, and enhanced communication between home and school to optimize the effectiveness of lower-grade English teaching.
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
