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Abstract

Art appreciation activities are an important part of early childhood art education. They not only help enhance children’s aesthetic
ability but also promote the development of their artistic imagination and expression skills. Nursery children are in the early stage
of thinking and cognitive development. Their artistic imagination is mainly reflected in intuitive feelings and simple expressions. By
observing the participation of nursery children in art appreciation activities, this study explored the dynamic development process
of children’s artistic creativity and analyzed how art appreciation activities can stimulate children’s creative thinking and artistic
expression. Research has found that during the process of appreciating art works, children in nursery classes can gradually transition
from perceptual cognition to rational cognition through the guidance of teachers, interactive communication and personal experience,
demonstrating an artistic conception process from imitation to creation and from simple to complex. This research provides beneficial
inspirations for improving the quality of art education for nursery children and promoting the practice of art education theories.
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
