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Research on the Evaluation Mechanism of Ideological and
Political Education Teaching to Strengthen the National

Abstract

Strengthening the national consciousness of intellectually disabled students is the fundamental task of special education in fulfilling
the mission of "fostering virtue through education." Improving the ideological and political education evaluation mechanism that
aligns with the requirements of special education is a crucial guarantee for enhancing the effectiveness of teaching and learning.
Based on the cognitive characteristics of intellectually disabled students and the objectives of cultivating national consciousness, this
study reviews the theories of special education evaluation, analyzes issues such as insufficient precision in goal alignment, lack of
innovation in evaluation methods, and the absence of key evaluation entities.

Additionally, a
multi-stakeholder, multimodal evaluation system is established by emphasizing indicator diversity, multimodal evaluation methods,
and participation from multiple entities. This aims to develop an operational evaluation paradigm and pathway for cultivating national
consciousness among intellectually disabled students.
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
