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Moral Education First, Safety as the Foundation: Practice
and Humanistic Thinking of Mobile Phone Management in
Secondary Vocational Schools

Abstract

With the development of mobile internet and the widespread use of smart devices, smartphones have become deeply integrated
into teenagers ‘lives. In 2021, China’s Ministry of Education issued a notice mandating that “smartphones must not enter school
premises” for primary and secondary students. Vocational school students present unique challenges: they often lack self-discipline,
exhibit strong rebellious tendencies, and include a high proportion of special groups such as left-behind children. For these students,
smartphones serve not only as entertainment tools but also as vital emotional bonds with their families, making smartphone
management a key challenge in vocational education administration. Drawing from over a decade of practical experience as a
vocational school homeroom teacher, this paper explores a management approach guided by “education-focused, safety-first, and
flexible strategies™ through three dimensions: policy communication, system development, and special case handling. It innovates
a personalized model for left-behind students combining “secret agreements + dynamic supervision,” addressing institutional
boundaries while considering students’ emotional needs. This provides replicable solutions for vocational schools to overcome
smartphone management dilemmas and offers empirical support for the vocational education philosophy of “combining strict
regulation with compassionate care.”
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
