Research on the Practice Path and Effect of Situational Original
Propositions in the Teaching of Key Difficult Points in High
School Politics

Abstract

Under the background of the new curriculum reform, high school politics teaching is transforming from a “knowledge teaching-
oriented” model to a “thinking cultivation-oriented”” model. Traditional propositions and teaching methods often focus on knowledge
memorization and theoretical reproduction, while neglecting students’ understanding of situations and the cultivation of their ability
to transfer problems. Situational original propositions, as a new teaching method based on real situations and focusing on core
competencies, can effectively enhance students’ political comprehension, thinking quality, and application ability. This paper takes the
teaching of key difficult points in high school politics as the research object, starting from the theoretical basis of situational original
propositions, discusses its practice paths in teaching design, classroom implementation, and evaluation feedback, and analyzes
its promoting effect on students’ learning interest, thinking depth, and core competencies of the subject. The research shows that
situational original propositions can significantly enhance the openness and targeted nature of classroom teaching, achieve the organic
integration of political knowledge, abilities, and values, and provide an operational innovative model for the reform of politics subject
teaching.
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
