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A Practical Research on the Formation of Reading Habits
of Primary School Students in the Mode of Home-School-
Society Co-Education

Abstract

The early elementary years are a critical period for developing reading habits in students. Collaborative education among families,
schools, and communities provides an effective solution to practical challenges in early-grade reading cultivation, such as insufficient
parental involvement, underutilized community resources, and fragmented extracurricular reading guidance. This study focuses on
120 students from three first and second-grade classes at Yanta Central Primary School in Shen County. Through integrated methods
including literature review, questionnaire surveys, semi-structured interviews, and action research, we explore strategies and models
for collaborative reading education among families, schools, and communities, establishing a “school-led—family-supported—
community-extended” collaborative reading education system. Practical implementation demonstrates that this model effectively
enhances students’ reading interest, helps them develop daily reading habits and proactive reading behaviors, improves the efficacy of
collaborative education, and provides valuable practical experience for early-grade reading instruction in primary schools.
