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Abstract

This paper makes an in-depth study by using the methods of literature, expert interview, questionnaire, mathematical statistics and
logical analysis. It is found that students’ enthusiasm for paid social practice still needs to be improved, some students still do not
participate in paid social practice activities, and their daily income from participating in paid social practice activities is still at a
low level. The value orientation of students’ participation in paid social practice activities is mainly to improve teaching level and
enrich teaching experience, but students still attach great importance to earning money, think that it is not important to understand the
society and improve social adaptability, and students’ ideology still needs to be improved.
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
