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Abstract

In recent years, the contradiction between supply and demand for technical talents in China remains prominent. The team of
counselors in vocational colleges directly determines the direction and effectiveness of vocational education’s moral education, and
also puts forward new requirements for its team construction. Vocational colleges should start from social needs, establish teaching
objectives, attach importance to the coordinated development of vocational education and ideological and political education, and
strive to cultivate compound high-quality talents through all-round innovation. Vocational college ideological and political education
workers should focus on the fundamental goal of cultivating students through moral education, and based on the fundamental
approach of “three comprehensive education”, form a university collaboration of education subjects, education resources, and
education practices, and comprehensively strengthen the construction of curriculum ideological and political education. This paper
is based on the perspective of ideological and political education and moral education in vocational education, and discusses the path
and evaluation mechanism of teaching construction for vocational college counselors.
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
