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Abstract

The teacher education major undertakes the task of cultivating future teachers. As the “mother machine” for cultivating future
teachers, the teacher education major must fully attach importance to the education of ideal beliefs of teacher trainees, place it at the
core of talent cultivation, and run through the entire teaching process. At present, the ideal and belief education of teacher education
majors in universities is facing the situation of monotonous content and form, teachers’ teaching ability needs to be improved,
serious homogenization of teaching, and disconnection from life practice. The ideal and belief education of teacher education majors
urgently needs reform. The proposal of ideological and political education in the curriculum provides new ideas for ideal and belief
education in teacher education majors. This paper starts from four aspects: value, content, form, and effect, and explores the new
path of ideological and political education in the ideal and belief education curriculum of teacher education majors in universities by
reforming the teaching objectives, content, methods, and evaluation methods of teacher education majors.
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
