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Abstract

This study employs Hyland’s interactional metadiscourse model and Aristotle’s rhetorical persuasion theory to conduct a systematic
and detailed analysis of a corpus consisting of 50 speech texts from the FLTRP English Public Speaking Contest held between 2010
and 2023. It explores how metadiscourse functions in speech texts to aid speakers in achieving ethos, pathos, and logos. Research
has found that the use of vague restrictive language and self reference can enhance a speaker’s moral appeal, thereby increasing their
credibility and authority; Through audience reference, directive language, questioning, reinforcement language, and attitude markers,

speakers can better mobilize the emotions of the audience, enhance the infectiousness and persuasiveness of the speech; Utilizing
shared knowledge can effectively help speakers achieve rational appeal, making their arguments more logical and persuasive.
