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Abstract

The report of the 20" National Congress of the CPC pointed out that “the essence of education lies in fostering virtue.” College teachers,
as the main force in promoting curriculum-based ideological and political education, should fully implement the Party’s educational
policy and fulfill the fundamental task of fostering virtue through education, practice socialist core values and promote positive energy,
integrating value shaping, knowledge imparting, and capacity developing to cultivate the new generation.
