Research on the Project-based Blended Teaching Practice
of College English Writing Course from the Perspective of
Understanding Contemporary China

Abstract

Literature research shows that project-based learning can promote students’ language learning and content learning in foreign
languages, contribute to the development of personal qualities, and at the same time cultivate students’ cross-cultural communication
abilities. More importantly, it also encourages students to pay continuous attention to social issues. This study takes “New Generation
College English 1” as the main textbook and “Understanding Contemporary China” Reading and Writing as the supplementary
textbook to reconstruct the content of college English writing, guiding students to understand the current situations in the fields
of economy, culture, science and technology of contemporary China, enabling college students to better understand the real
contemporary China and tell Chinese stories in English. The research conducted an empirical study on the project-based blended
teaching model among 89 non-English major students of the class of 2022. During the research process, a systematic exploration of
project-based blended teaching was strengthened, and the theoretical basis, teaching model, teaching methods and project procedures
of project-based blended teaching were discussed in depth, expecting to provide more scientific inspirations for project-based blended
teaching practice.
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
