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Abstract

In response to the long-standing problems of single teaching and evaluation mode, insufficient student learning initiative and
participation, insufficient online teaching resources, and unclear course characteristics in the course of Introduction to Broadcasting
and Hosting, based on the student-centered “OBE” concept, a hybrid teaching mode is designed around the “five systems” (credit
system, dual mentor system, group system, project-based system, and evaluation based system), with the “three lines” (knowledge
line, story line, and thought line) as the main line and the “four abilities” (practical and hands-on ability, integration and innovation
ability, critical thinking and expression ability, international communication ability) as the goal. Exploratory teaching is carried out in
combination with the course teaching content to innovate the teaching evaluation method of the course.
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
