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Abstract

under the background of the construction of the new liberal arts, the ideological and political education of College English course
in Colleges for nationalities is becoming more and more important. This study uses questionnaires, interviews and case studies to
explore the ideological and political status of courses in Yunnan University for nationalities, Northern University for Nationalities
and Sichuan University for nationalities. The study found that students’ cognition is different, teachers’ teaching methods are diverse
but flawed, and the integration effect is also mixed. Although ethnic universities have the advantages of national cultural resources
and multilingual and multicultural environment, they are faced with the problems of cultural differences integration and teaching
resources shortage. Therefore, this paper puts forward some suggestions, such as optimizing teaching content, innovating teaching
methods, strengthening teacher training, etc., to help the ideological and political education reform of College English course in
Colleges for Nationalities and improve the comprehensive quality of students.
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
