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Abstract

This study focuses on the ideological and political education of adult education in community colleges. Given the current problems of
single teaching methods and unrealistic content, a scientific evaluation system is constructed. Using literature research, case analysis,
and questionnaire surveys, this study takes Beijing Chaoyang Community College as a case study to analyze its effectiveness and
shortcomings in ideological and political education. The results show that the college has made achievements in various aspects, but
the systematic teaching content, effective methods, and the ability of teachers to transform scientific research need to be improved.
Based on this, strategies for improving teaching content and methods, strengthening the construction of the teaching staff, and
perfecting the evaluation system and application are proposed. Although the research has shortcomings such as inaccurate indicator
selection and limited sample representativeness, it provides ideas for subsequent research, which can be further promoted in the
future by improving the indicator system and expanding the research scope.
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
