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A Preliminary Study on the Systematic Memory Teaching
Method of Jingpo Language Initials and Finals
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Abstract

Language teaching can generally be divided into several parts such as phonetics, grammar, vocabulary and characters, among which
phonetics is an important component of language teaching. Usually, when we come into contact with the pronunciation of a language,
the first phonetic unit we sense is the syllable. Therefore, mastering the syllables and their constituent elements of a language
becomes an important link in learning a strange language. Like many related languages, Jingpo language is accustomed to dividing
syllables into initials,finals and tones, among which initials and finals are its core parts, which are called phonemic phonemes in
phonetics. Beginners who want to accurately pronounce any syllable in Jingpo language must be familiar with its initials and finals.
Based on the traditional teaching method of initials and finals, this paper attempts to propose the teaching method of systematic
memory, with the expectation of providing some references for the phonetic teaching of the Tibeto-Burman languages.
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
