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Abstract

Under the background of the “Double Reduction” policy and core literacy, interactive teaching in primary school classrooms has
received increasing attention. Classroom interaction not only affects students’ acquisition of knowledge, but also plays a key role
in character cultivation, thinking development, learning motivation and other aspects. Based on core literacy as the theoretical
foundation, this paper focuses on common problems in primary school classrooms, analyzes the practical bottlenecks in interactive
teaching, and proposes strategic paths including “structured interaction design”, “construction of diversified interaction models”, and
“innovation of evaluation mechanisms”. Research indicates that by constructing an open classroom context, introducing task-driven
and cooperative learning methods, optimizing the teacher feedback mechanism, and promoting students’ active participation, it is
possible to effectively enhance students’ thinking ability, expression ability, and awareness of autonomous growth, providing practical
teaching paths for the reform of primary school classroom teaching.
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
