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Abstract

The establishment of preschool education programs in higher education institutions aims to cultivate professionals equipped
with scientific childcare capabilities, innovative educational awareness, and lifelong learning competencies. Given the extensive
curriculum content of preschool education majors—including foundational theoretical courses such as “Pedagogy and Psychology”
and “Health and Hygiene”, as well as specialized skill courses like “Arts and Movement” and “Game and Activity Design” —it
is essential to adopt effective teaching methods to enhance classroom efficiency and quality while stimulating students’ interest in
learning. Among these approaches, situational teaching methodology stands out for its ability to spark engagement through authentic
or simulated scenarios, demonstrating significant practical value across all educational stages. This paper first provides an overview of
situational teaching methodology before analyzing its value and application strategies in preschool education classrooms, ultimately
aiming to boost student participation enthusiasm.
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
