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Abstract

Against the background of ideological and political education integration into courses in the new era, College English teaching
in borderland ethnic universities undertakes the dual mission of cultivating moral values and humanistic literacy. This practice,
however, faces a tripartite bottleneck: imprecise objectives, rigid implementation, and cultural-contextual dissonance. Taking Yunnan
Minzu University as the practice field, this paper innovatively integrates the Outcomes-Based Education (OBE) concept with the
BOPPPS teaching model through a case analysis of Unit 6 “Lending a Hand” in New Standard College English: Viewing, Listening
and Speaking (2nd Edition) (Volume 2). It anchors three-dimensional objectives via backward design, restructures pedagogy using
the BOPPPS model, and embeds localized ethnic cases to enhance cultural adaptability. Empirical evidence demonstrates that the
tripartite synergy of objective-process-contextsignificantly elevates the effectiveness of ideological and political education in courses,
providing a transferable paradigm for ideological and political education integration into College English courses in borderland ethnic
universities.
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
