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Abstract

China and ASEAN share geographical proximity, cultural affinity, and economic interdependence, with a long-standing historical
bond. This paper examines the practical challenges in Chinese language education for ASEAN countries, particularly the lack of
effective “China Image Communication” within the context of a neighborhood community with a shared future. Following the
logical progression of “current situation — issues — strategies”, it demonstrates the synergistic relationship between national image
dissemination and international Chinese education. The study proposes pedagogical strategies spanning from language instruction to
national image communication, including reconstructing national identity through textbook content, integrating image communication
awareness into teaching practices, and enhancing teachers’ national discourse competence and cross-cultural communication skills.
These approaches aim to expand the interpretative power of national identity within educational contexts.
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
