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Multisensory immersive reading teaching for special
children in quality classroom Path construction and
research

Abstract

In accordance with the “Compulsory Education Chinese Curriculum Standards for Special Education Schools (2016 Edition)”
and the “Special Education Enhancement Plan (2021-2025)”, this study addresses the challenges of “short-term, monotonous, and
superficial” reading instruction in traditional special education. Through the Guangdong Province “Teacher Development Project”,
we developed an immersive reading intervention program for 50 children with moderate-to-severe intellectual disabilities, autism
spectrum disorders, and multiple disabilities. The intervention utilized a “3E Model” (Experience multisensory input — Explore
situational adaptation — Express social communication) teaching framework, created a school-based curriculum titled “Four Seasons
+ Chinese New Year”, designed a “Reading Competency Scale for Special Children”, and produced the illustrated book “Happy
Chinese New Year”. Results showed a 42% improvement in reading ability scores for the experimental group compared to the control
group, with language complexity increasing by 1.8 times and active social behaviors rising by 3.2 instances per class session. This
research validates the effectiveness of immersive reading in building quality classrooms for special education schools, providing an
evidence-based model for reading intervention in special needs children.
