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Abstract

Case teaching in ideological and political courses serves as a crucial link between theory and practice, playing a key role in enhancing
teaching effectiveness and cultivating students’ ideological and political literacy. Based on practical ideological education, this
paper systematically explores the problems existing in case teaching of ideological and political courses. Through problem analysis,
it is found that current case teaching has issues such as disconnection between cases and teaching objectives, lack of timeliness,
superficial introduction of cases by teachers, low student participation, and incomplete evaluation systems. By visualizing data on
the distribution of case years and teacher-student satisfaction surveys, the deep-seated reasons for these problems are revealed, and
countermeasures such as optimizing the case database, strengthening teacher training, and improving the evaluation mechanism are
proposed to provide references for improving the quality of ideological and political course teaching.
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
